Dimensions shall be
19" x 3.7" x 12.3" (W x H x D), taking up two
standard height rack spaces.

The MiniDisc recorder shall have balanced XLR
and unbalanced RCA analog inputs and outputs.
Digital audio inputs and outputs shall be available
on the back panel in TOSLINK SPDIF format, and
an additional TOSLINK input shall be available on
the front panel. A headphone output shall be
provided on the front panel with a level control.

The MiniDisc recorder shall be able to record to
a standard audio MiniDisc in stereo for 74
minutes or mono for 144 minutes of record time.

The MiniDisc recorder shall be controllable from
a TASCAM RC-32 wireless remote control.
